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3.2 In this policy where it refers to a ‘Decision Maker’ it is referring to the holder of each of the 
above posts. 

4 Fundamental Principles  

4.1 It is important that confidence in the good governance and probity of BPET is maintained. In 
order to achieve this you must ensure all decisions you make on
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Conflict of loyalty or duty 

5.5.7 where a Decision Maker owes a duty to any other body (regardless of what capacity 
that duty is owed) that may conflict with their duty to BPET, for example their 
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6.4.3 the register of interests must be kept up to date and relevant business and financial 
interests of the Decision Makers will be published on BPET’s website. 

6.5 It is for you to decide which matters to declare but, if in doubt, you should make a declaration. 
If you would like to discuss the issue, then you can contact the Chair or Governance 
Professional for confidential guidance. 

6.6 Whilst the declaration will need to be made annually as set out at paragraph 5.2.7, it is your 
responsibility to keep your declaration up-to-date and to promptly notify the Governance 
Professional of any changes between annual declarations. 

6.7 BPET shall take advice from its auditors in respect of the disclosure of interests and, in 
particular, related party transactions in the preparation of its annual report and accounts to 
ensure full compliance with the Statement of Recommended Practice. 

6.8 The information provided by you and other Decision Makers will be processed in accordance 
with data protection principles as set out in the Data Protection Act 2018 and UK GDPR. 
Personal data will be processed only for the purposes set out in this policy and as required by 
any statute or any regulatory body, and not for any other purpose. 

7 Conflicts of interest 

7.1 In accordance with article 97 of the articles, if you have or can have any direct or indirect duty 
or personal interest which conflicts or may conflict with your 
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13.4.1 report all breaches of the policy of which they are aware to trustees at the next 
Trustee meeting; and 

13.4.2 ensure that all breaches are noted in the minutes of the relevant Trustee meeting. 

13.5 The Finance, Audit & Risk Committee will review a random small sample of decisions each 
year to monitor adherence with this policy. If there are any breaches of this policy found by 
this review, or raised by anyone else, they will discuss these with the relevant individual in the 
first instance and, if it warrants escalation, then with the Chair. 

13.6 Reports on this policy, including information about any breaches or management of conflicts 
declared, will be provided at least annually to Finance, Audit & Risk Committee] and the senior 
executive team. 

13.7 If you are concerned that a conflict exists which has not been dealt with in accordance with 
this policy, you should raise this with the Chair or Governance Professional or in accordance 
with BPET’s Whistleblowing Policy. 

14 Review 

This policy must be reviewed every two years by trustees, or sooner if required, by trustees.

¶ one or more of the reasons in Annex A apply; and  

¶ they have not obtained a waiver of that disqualification from the Charity Commission.   

Completing the declaration 
Read the automatic disqualification guidance1 to decide if you will be disqualified from 1 August 2018  
Complete and sign this declaration to confirm that you will not disqualified.  
If one of the disqualification reasons does apply, you may be able to apply for a waiver from the Charity 
Commission2 which will allow you to take up or continue to act as a trustee.  
Pass a copy of the completed declaration to BPET trustees for the charity’s records (the declaration should 
not be sent to the Charity Commission).
